Spanish I-A Course Syllabus, 2020-2021
Maestra:  Señora Paula Kerr

Grade Level: 7th 
Course Description:  During this term, each student will learn basic vocabulary and structures that will encourage communication in oral and written form.  Students will develop a beginning level of listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills in the target language.   

Essential learning goals for Spanish I:  The learner will use vocabulary pertaining to personal information, calendars, and schedules, daily activities, home and school, clothing and shopping, family and friends, health and body, and food to communicate in oral and written forms in Spanish.

Course Requirements:  In order to complete the above expectations satisfactorily, the student should commit to studying at home for at least 30 minutes 3-5 times a week.  It is also expected that the student come to class with homework completed, maintain a passing grade on tests and quizzes, be organized, participate in classroom activities, speak Spanish as directed, exhibit appropriate classroom behavior, and do assigned work.

Participation/Daily Writing:  Each student will receive a participation grade per grading period that is worth a percentage of your total grade.  The participation grade will be determined by two factors.  The first factor is the amount of pesos received throughout the first half of the semester.  The second factor in determining your participation grade is a daily writing assignment.  Pesos will be distributed at the discretion of the teacher.  It is up to the student to complete the daily writing assignment and participate in class for more pesos.  Don’t stress because you will have SO many opportunities to earn pesos!  (*If OR schools decide to go virtual, a change will be implemented regarding pesos.) 
Class Materials:  You are expected to come to class prepared to work.  To do this successfully, you will need to bring paper, a writing utensil, and your Spanish folder.  Last, but not least, you have to come to class with a positive-I-can-do-this attitude!  Of all the materials you must bring, this one is the most important!
